Typical Immigration Questions

Here is a list of sample questions that have been asked by immigration officers at the Canadian Embassy.   Not everyone will get asked the same questions nor the same number of questions nor the same type of questions.   Each case is based on what information in your case seems suspicious.   The more questionable your relationship is, the more questions you will get in that area.

I have placed some sample answers to the questions.  Note that most questions can apply to BOTH the male and female.   In this file, the male answers are in black and he is the Canadian.   The red answers are in red and she is the Chinese.

vi. Why has he only visited once?    His Job.

vii. Can you marry him only meeting him one time?   YES   Why?

viii. How long did you come back to visit?   First trip was 60 days. 2nd trip was 6 weeks.

ix. What time was your visit?    1st trip was  feb 2 to apr 1, 2005   and  2nd trip  apr 4 to jun 1, 2006.

x. What did you do?    New Year Fevistal, shopping, meet parents, dinner/karaoke with her friends, Beijing trip, repairs to her house

xi. Have you taken any pictures together?   Yes

xii. Where are these pictures taken?   Beijing, shanghai, Hong Kong

xiii. When were these pictures taken?   During our tour, shopping, dinner

xiv. Why not more pictures?   Time restrictions, we were part of a tour on a schedule.

xv. Where did you go/travel?   Beijing first time, shanghai second time.

xvi. When did he leave?   04-1-2005,   01-05-2006

xvii. Why visit xxx?  Beijing,  Great Wall.

xviii. How long did you know him before he come to China? Nov 2003- feb 2005, 15 months.

xix. Why did you come back?    To spend more time with wife.

xx. After getting married, why didn’t he come back to  see you?     Financial obligations, eg.   rent, bills, taxes.  I already spent 60 days without attending to them.

xxi. Why does he not return for the anniversary?   Financial obligations

xxii. Why does he not return for Chinese New Year?  Financial obligations,  temperature.

xxiii. Who took care of expenses in China?  Both of us.

xxiv. When buying things who pays?   Both

xxv. When your husband comes to visit,  what holidays does he use?   None,  takes time off.

Visa Officer Comments:

i. “I can see that a lot of your answers are agreeing.  You also answer them quickly.   You did a lot of prepare the questions well.”

ii.  “I will refuse your application because 1) you only met for 4 days before getting married,  too short to develop relationship    2)  you don’t understand information about your husband,   and 3) How do you prove that your marriage is not for the motive to move to Canada?”

iii. During the interview process, while she is asking questions,  concentrate and match her stare.   Show that you understood her words.   Answer firmly and accurately.   Careful not to give more imformation than necessary to answer the question.
